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MSB Pay Express Advanced Configuration User Guide

Pay Express buttons are the perfect way to collect payments through your own website. When a
user clicks on a Pay Express button, they will be directed to MySchoolBucks to check it out.
This new feature makes it easier for users to pay for any fee or school store item.

For web developers, MSB offers a way to modify payment button behaviors associated with Pay

Express using custom-created code hosted on the school district (merchant) website.

To enable button customization, first create a payment button for a store product using the Add

button on the “Manage Payment Buttons” page.

Set the script type to “Expanded”.

Set the Action to “Add to cart”:

Expand the “Extended Options” panel by clicking the link.

Then click the checkbox at the bottom to allow custom pricing.

Create a Custom Form Handler

There are many possible methods available to dynamically modify button behaviors with custom
code. Two basic examples are provided here — a JavaScript form handler and a web server
form post. You may choose whichever solution best fits your needs.

JavaScript Header Code Example
This code is available to copy and paste from MySchoolBucks. No changes are needed to
support custom form handling. Insert within the <head> [...] </head> section.

Web Server Form Post Example

For some scenarios, it may be useful to first post the form back to the merchant’s web server to
perform more complex calculations before forwarding the request to MySchoolBucks. To do
that, modify the HTML form target action to post the form submit request to your web server
instead of to MySchoolBucks.

<form target="msbcheckout" action="/postmycustomform"
onsubmit="msbCheckout.formCheckout(this);">

Create an action handler on your website to process the request. You may perform any
operations required to calculate the product options and then respond to the request with an
HTTP 302 redirect to the MySchoolBucks website URL

(https://mww.myschoolbucks.com/ver2/stores/checkout/addtocart) with two string parameters.

ClientKey=<your client key goes here>

jsonButtons=<a JSON formatted string with button properties>
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For example, a JSON string parameter looks like this:

[{'buttonID': '5eeb3e2e-322d-48f5-894b-0d9436b23fde"', 'productName': 'Before and After
School Care Fees', 'unitPrice':'35.00'}]

If needed, you may include more than one button in the request to add multiple items to the cart

at once.

[{'buttonID’':'ef35e362-551a-4d4e-838e-67f13f576214"', ‘'productName':'T-Shirt",
‘unitPrice':'30.00'},

{'buttonID':"'7159eab2-3687-4d2d-9338-bee899b62054', 'productName’:'Shorts’,
‘unitPrice':'25.00'}

]

Here’s another JSON example with custom properties:

[{'buttonID': 'Seeb3e2e-322d-48f5-894b-0d9436b23fde', 'productName': 'Before and

After School Care Fees', 'unitPrice':'35.00', 'quantity':'l', 'properties': [{'name’:
"First Name', 'value': 'Nate'}] }]

Be sure to URL encode the value for the request. We also recommend using a JSON library to
format the button values. JSON libraries are freely available online for most programming

languages.

The redirected HTTP request will appear in the MSB checkout pop-up window and the item(s)
will automatically be added to the user’s cart.
